Parade Information / Safety Instructions 
 
1. Parade directors will be on location to coordinate parade lineup. Please listen and follow their directions.
2. Parade participants will line up/stage on 10th St. Lillington.  Please look for you marker that starts the location of your organization.  
3. Due to the larger number of entries this year, organizations with busses/trailers will drop off their participants /equipment at the Star Academy and reposition the bus/trailer at the   
Crossroads Church parking lot 
a. As soon as the parade starts the busses/trailer will be able to proceed back to the lineup area for participant/equipment pick up after the parade. 
4. Contact one of the parade directors upon arriving at the lineup area. They will have a parade lineup list with your position in the parade. 
5. For safety reasons we ask you NOT toss or throw candy or other items from moving vehicles.  Walkers are permitted to pass out candy along the route in proximity of the spectators. 
6. Organizations with participants in large numbers, such as school bands JROTC, boys scouts, girl scouts just to name a few, are requested to bring sufficient water for their participants. HCVC will have water on scene, but not enough to provide for everyone. 
7. The parade will start on E Front St at s 10th St, go 3 blocks and turn right onto N Main St. The parade will go 4 blocks to W Lofton St (where the parade will end). All participants will go right onto W Lofton and return to the lineup area. 
8. For Participant Safety: No one will be allowed to proceed to W Old Rd/NC 27 and turn right. Normal traffic will be detoured that direction during the parade.
